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TREASURER’S DISCUSSION & ANALYSIS
July 2017/ August 28, 2017 Board Meeting

Financial items on this month’s agenda include the regular statements and cash reconciliations for
July.

Cash Reconciliation:

The district’s cash balance at the end of July was $ 15,914,146.26, this compares with a cash balance
of $14,576,813 one year ago. The General Fund ending balance was § 11,042,466 equal to 6.9 months
general fund operating expenses as estimated on our current forecast; above our threshold of 3.0
months operating expenses. At this time last year the ratio was 6.1 and the General Fund cash balance
was $9,546,685.

Cash Balances;

All our funds except for Federal Grants and Auxiliary Services were in the black at the end of July.
The end of the fiscal year generally causes some delay in disbursement of funds from the Ohio
Department of Education. We expect to be back in the black soon.

Actual Results Compared to Forecast

At this point we have just set appropriations so no comparison to the forecast is available.

In looking at prior years, our expenses for the month of July are lower than they were last year and
similar to those of the same period during any of the past several years. Revenue is lower that last
year at this time but higher than in most previous years. Timing of property tax receipts is a
significant factor here. '

Federal Grants:

Our Federal grants for the year total $897,589, last year these same three grants totaled $982,655and
the year before that $$992,576. We do have one new grant this year, the early childhood grant for our
preschool program.

Sara Sites cost will vary depending on actual hours worked. If she works her full schedule for the year
the cost would be about $17,212 not including retirement and charges from Renhill.

New Business
